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English:

Children will continue to focus on developi.ng their abLlLtH to write
simple sentences through writing about Queen Elizabeth and King
Charles.. Children will be encourqged to expand si.mple sentences using
the joining words and, but, so and to.

In class we will continue to enjoy shari.ng books with each other at
story times, develop fluency through our dedicated reading time in
class and encouraging individual read‘mg. The children have access to
a wide range of texts including nonfiction and poetry and they really
enjoy bei.ng able to reread books that they have had before. As
teachers, we will focus on sharing high quality texts that are linked to
our [earn‘mg in diﬁeren.t areas such as Botanicum, The Bi.g Book of
Blooms as well as reading some old favourites!

Maths:

As mathematicians we will continue to build on our developi.ng
knowledge of place value by looking at numbers to 100. Children will
m.a.ni.pul.cl.te these numbers into their composi.te parts, m.u.ki.ng and
breaking them into their tens and ones values. E,g 62 = 60 + 2 or 6
tens and 2 ones. We will start our work by using pra.ctlcal. apparatus
and then move to pictorial representations before finally recording
without using any visual supports.

The children will continue to work through the Numbersense
programme, develop'mg their flu.en.cg with number facts, We will be
learning about the 7 square and 9 Tree that will help us to visualize
and use these numbers in diﬁerent contexts and then we will be
looking at how to choose which strategy to use to solve a problem
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The children will start to learn the basic rules for tel.li.ng the time
using an analogue clock.

Theg will f'md. out the position of the numbers on the
clock face and start to use language relating to time.

Science
